Maintenance level II employees will be responsible for all aspects of public works and park and cemetery maintenance and operations able to complete all work assignments with efficiency and limited supervision Possess a strong work ethic, able to work well with others.  Able to represent the City to the pubic with courtesy and professional behavior Must have either a Washington State Pesticide License or ISA Arborist Certification.  

ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBLITIES
· Responsible for the safety of the department personnel 
· Perform roadway improvements and maintenance to include excavation, subgrade preparation and asphalt paving
perform road patching, seal coating, street cleaning and snow removal
· Maintain storm water systems
· Placement of traffic control devices to include, but not limited to, guardrail, signs, signals and pavement markings
· Roadside maintenance, including tree trimming, brush and weed control
· General cleaning of all department installations
· Perform all aspects of grave site preparation, funeral services and grave marker placement
· Safe operation and maintenance of power operated tools and equipment
